This is my story. People have been urging me to share my story for decades (literally!). 
You see…almost 20 years ago, I lost EVERYTHING. 
When I say I lost everything I really mean EVERYTHING - including my identity (and I don't mean identity theft!).  Once I was STRIPPED OF EVERYTHING that had been important to me, I didn't know who I was …
The year was 2000. 
I had become suddenly and completely incapacitated due to the onset of a life threatening, incurable illness.  
After I got sick, I wasn’t expecting ever to have much of a life again, much less one that could involve fulfilling work and being able to help or contribute to society.  
And, I’m NOT a negative or pessimistic person.  
However - FEAR HATES CHANGE. ALL GROWTH REQUIRES CHANGE
As I write this, it is 2018.
In some ways, I have come full circle.  
I like to think of my life as an upward reaching, ever expanding beautiful spiral.  
However, as you will see, there were some serious glitches along the way that threatened to completely derail me. 
What saved me? I could say my Faith in God and end the story there but that wouldn’t be interesting or helpful to anyone. 
From a practical standpoint, two things saved me: 
TENACITY and CHANGE (more on that later)
TENACITY. That’s a word people have used to describe me pretty much my entire life.  I decided to look it up.  
Tenacity: the quality or state of being tenacious
Webster’s Definition of TENACIOUS - persistent in maintaining, adhering to, or seeking something valued or desired 
· a tenacious advocate of civil rights

That felt ABOUT right…so I went a step further and looked at a Thesaurus where I found these words (I do love words!):

That seemed to sum it up…
Luckily, I had these traits before I got sick and 
Luckily, they survived my disease . . .
which, in turn, allowed me to SURVIVE my disease!
There is a certain freedom that comes from losing everything that's important to you but 
TRUE freedom comes when you finally realize that none of it matters!
Ask yourself - If you lost everything, absolutely everything, that was important to you, 
What would you do? 
How would you identify yourself?
Stripped to the essence of your being - what then? 
THAT IS WHAT HAPPENED TO ME OVER 18 YEARS AGO!  
Before I share "IT" with you, I should tell you a little bit about my life before "IT" attacked.
WHO I WAS BEFORE “IT” HAPPENED

To understand what I lost, it’s important to know who I was and what was important to me.
My early childhood was idyllic.  
I KNEW WITH CERTAINTY THAT I COULD DO ANYTHING! 
My parents supported me wholeheartedly in that notion.  
Believing myself to be powerful, I concluded that such power meant I needed to help people who weren't as powerful. 
I LEARNED VERY QUICKLY THAT I ABSOLUTELY LOVED, LOVED, LOVED HELPING PEOPLE! 
My parents encouraged me in my desire to help others. 
They set an example that I would try to follow my entire life. 
Our house had an open-door policy. 
Everyone was welcome. 
We always had guests at our holiday dinners - usually students who didn't get to go home for the holidays.  
My father was a physics professor at the University and my mother was… everything to me.  
Overall, my parents instilled in me qualities that I believe are more important today than ever before:
· Tell the truth, especially when it hurts 
· Ethics matter
· Stand up for people even when it's uncomfortable
· Work hard
· Be kind
· Love others
· Love yourself
INFLUENCERS IN MY LIFE
· My Mother and Father. 
· Atticus Finch. Scout. 
· Camelot.  
· Poverty.  
· Education.
LED ME TO HAVE A(N)
· heart of Servant leader
· desire to inspire
· helpful mentality
· love to lead
· ever optimistic outlook -  silver lining kind of gal
· stand up in the face of reality and deny it kind of attitude!
· determined - never give up – mindset!

I learned at an early age that nothing is more energizing for me than being able to truly help someone. 
I became a CANDY STRIPER at the Hospital when I was 12.  I felt like my life’s work had finally started! From there, I went on to
· Work with disabled adults.
· Autistic Adults and Children.
· Then, on to become A SOCIAL WORKER.
· Law School! 
· FINALLY A LAWYER!    . 
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· GUARDIAN AD LITEM. 
· Taking on PRO BONO CASES.
· LITIGATION! JURY TRIALS! 
LIFE WAS GRAND!
I was 33, healthy, happy, living the dream - personally, professionally, and financially!
Great career! Great Income! Great Family! Great Health! and HORSES!
I woke up every morning to see MY HORSES running up to the fence from the back of the property. They would start running up to the fence when they noticed me get out of bed because my bedroom windows faced the field. They knew that once I started moving it wouldn't be long before I was out there to take care of them. My first two horses - my very own! 
I led a blessed life. 
My parents instilled in me the absolute belief that I could have and do anything I wanted. 
And I believed that wholeheartedly as my life went EXACTLY as I had envisioned and planned! 
Until it didn’t.
Before "IT" happened, my life was picture-perfect! 
After "IT" happened, NOTHING of that picture-perfect life remained, NOTHING.
CHANGE would become the only reliable thing in my life. 
I would quickly learn that the only thing you could absolutely count on, without fail, was CHANGE. 
Just CHANGE - not for the better, not for the worse – 
Just CHANGE. 
In the years that I was prisoner to a disease, I clung to this belief for dear life. It got me through some very rough times. 
WHEN "IT" HAPPENED, MY LIFE CAME TO A SCREECHING HALT!

July 11, 2000: IT HAPPENED
I woke up in PAIN that morning.  
By the time I had arrived at my office, the PAIN had become unbearable.
My secretary found me in the ladies’ lounge passed out from the PAIN! 
I was rushed from my corner law office on the 17th floor to the ER! 
I woke up in the ER with IVs, my parents and doctors surrounding me.  
After being pumped full of very strong pain medication, I could finally speak over the PAIN. 
The news was worse than bad – The doctors were flipping CLUELESS!!!!
They had absolutely no idea what was happening to my body.
The only thing they knew to do was to administer MORE AND MORE PAIN MEDICATION.
They wished me luck and sent me home.
I concluded that this meant this must be some strange fluke that would resolve within a week or so. 
I assumed I would be back at work in no time! 
I was wrong.  
Overnight.
In the blink of an eye.
I was suddenly crippled – unable to walk, to form words, to think clearly.
I had become TOTALLY DISABLED in every sense of the word – a word I could not comprehend.  
Weeks, months and years went by.  
I never worked in that corner office again.
My life as an attorney was suddenly snuffed out, gone, over forever.

Did I get too close to the Sun? Did my wings melt? 

My life had become unrecognizable. 
I had an incurable, debilitating Illness – can’t walk, can’t speak, high fevers, intense pain!  
I could no longer help anyone – not even myself!
I was the one needing all the help…
I was 33 years old!
I received my diagnosis August 31, 2000:  my brain was inflamed due to a rare systemic form of arthritis that caused inflammation in every system and organ
When this thing hit, I got as close to a do-over as any of us get in this life.   
The thing was, I didn't want a do-over! 
My life was awesome! 
However, The Big Man upstairs had some other plans for me. The lesson of humility was first and foremost. 
I was 33 years old but for all practical purposes, I was starting life anew – in control of NOTHNG!
I was no longer Commander in Chief of the language. 
I was no longer Commander in Chief of my own body.  
I was no longer Commander in Chief of ANYTHING!
I was no longer independent.  
I was no longer the “go to” person for family and friends.
In fact, I was the epitome of dependent on someone else for EVERYTHING!
I assure you that this is the greatest lesson in humility that an adult can have.  
Life as I knew it was over! 
I had to try to figure out who “Laura” was.  
From 2000 – 2004 my life was a total TRAINWRECK! 
Nothing seemed real – everything  was utterly surreal!  
In a nutshell, this was my life during those first 4 years:
· Chemo every 4 weeks - lost my hair almost immediately  
· Left Hip replaced 
· Salmonella poisoning – almost 8 weeks of hospitalization and IV Anti-biotics
· Lost both shoulders and the replacements were dislocated from the beginning leaving me with limited range of motion
· Prednisone-induced insulin dependent Diabetes set in requiring multiple daily injections
· Multiple pulmonary embolisms 
· Life threatening surgeries
I did not recognize the person that stared back at me in the mirror. 
Literally. 
The treatments had radically changed my entire appearance.  
Funnily, nobody in my family has ANY pictures of me during the those first 4 years – aka the bald years. 
Not one picture.
In 2005, I got a reprieve of sorts.  A new chemo was approved, and I was immediately given this new drug.  (which I still receive every 4 weeks to this day!)
My hair began to return and so did the family pictures! 
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From 2006 – 2010, my life settled into a mind-numbing routine with complications continuing to develop along the way.
· Chemo continued every 4 weeks 
· My other hip replaced (more on this later!)
· My lungs got weak, so I was put on Oxygen 24/7
· I developed Osteoporosis
· My immune system was shot so I needed IV Immuno therapy weekly which continues today
· An Emotional numbness settled in
· Resignation to this new life I had been handed
I didn’t know who I was on the inside or on the outside.
Jaw surgery changed my facial structure.
Treatments and surgeries changed the rest of my body.
My life was simply unrecognizable.
Think Talking Heads - "How Did I Get Here? ...Same as IT ever was …Same as IT ever was...letting the days go by... Letting the water hold me down”
I first heard that song when I was a teenager.  I just liked the sound.  However, those lyrics have haunted me as an adult.
So many days...same as IT ever was…became weeks became months became years became decades
Same as IT ever was…IT became all I knew
[bookmark: _Hlk518471751]A LIFE INTERRUPTED - OVERNIGHT, EVERYTHING I HAD KNOWN WAS GONE!

The years from 2000 to 2010 were The Dark Years: a blur of doctors, surgeries, chemo, wheelchairs, walkers, oxygen tanks, needles, physical therapy, pain, fatigue, nausea, insurance problems, and the list goes on.
I became a prisoner to my past.
I would play out in my head what my life was supposed to be like during these years.
· Respected trial lawyer
· President of the Bar Association
· Mother
· Wife
· Good friend to many
· Equestrian
· Mission trips
· Board Member
· Professor
· The sky was the limit...
Those were the thoughts I had as I lay in bed day after day, month after month, and year after year-  
unable to participate in my life – 
The life I had planned, the life I had worked so hard for.
The raw truth was that I was barely surviving.  
As I look back, I don't know how I did survive.
I do know that I had an IRON WILL that could not be shaken 
an Iron Will to SURVIVE, 
Sheer determination to get the care I needed.
And an optimism that refused to die!
I soon became an expert at insurance appeals. 
I always won. 
I got things paid for that my doctors said would be impossible. 
I learned it really it just takes TENACITY!!
I guess I had always known that.
I had nothing but time on my hands which made me the most annoying patient ever! 
I learned to stand up for myself even in the face of the expert doctors telling me what "had to be done." 
I learned to do my own research so that I could call the shots about my life.

LEARNING TO STAND UP FOR MYSELF MADE ME A STRONGER ADVOCATE FOR OTHERS

The drive to survive forced me to become a powerful advocate for myself and taught me how to better serve others by recognizing their needs.
This advocacy for myself, and later for others, was solidified after one of my many surgeries.
It was 2007.  I was in the hospital recovery room after surgery to replace my right hip.
No worries, right? 
This was not my first rodeo.
I was in the clear!
Or, I thought I was.
My surgeon came rushing into my recovery room and said that he had to go back in immediately! 
He handed me a sheet of paper, saying, “Just sign this consent…”
“WAIT! WHAT?!?! You want to take out the hip replacement you just spent 5 hours putting in?!?”
Why? Salmonella bacteria was likely in my new hip socket. 
You see, I had had salmonella before. It nearly killed me. I was in the hospital for almost 2 months receiving IV-antibiotics. They said then that the antibiotic therapy would kill it, all of it.
It didn't.
He claimed now that if he could just take out the hip replacement he could be assured that he had killed the salmonella bacteria once and for all!
Much to his chagrin, I said NO, I would NOT sign that consent form under any circumstances!
When he left the room, I thought it was the end of the discussion.
I was wrong again.
He came back with reinforcements! 
Six doctors – all specialists -  came into my little hospital room en masse to convince me that they needed to go back in immediately and remove the hip replacement that they had just put in!
I knew in my gut that this was NOT the right strategy if I wanted to stand a chance at walking again!
I said “NO! NO FLIPPIN’ WAY!!!”
ABSOLUTELY NOT! 
The answer is NO and that is my final decision! 
They did not relent and neither did I!
I forced them to go through every option and every consequence.  
When it came down to it, the factors that mattered to them did not matter to me. 
They said the longer we waited, the more difficult the surgery would be.  
I asked, "difficult for whom? I'll be asleep. If this is too difficult for you, perhaps we need to find another ortho to handle my case.”
"No, no, I can DO it," he replied.
I asked, "If I let you take out the replacement, can you put it back?"
“No”, he sheepishly replied.
“Would I be able to walk?”
Again, quietly, "No, probably not"
Even admitting that he would be sentencing me to NEVER WALKING AGAIN, to life in a wheelchair, he was insistent that we go back in!
WHY? Because they all believed that the only important goal was eradication of the salmonella, 
that immediate surgery was the only chance they had to kill the bacteria
regardless of the impact on my life!
I stood my ground against every argument they made. 
Six well-respected physicians, surgeons, and infectious disease specialists, all bearing down on me in the recovery room.
I had to make this decision alone. No one but me to say NO.
Finally, they relented and left me alone with my decision, warning me of the dire mistake I was making.
Had I done the right thing? I knew in my heart that I had.
I was willing to accept whatever changes my decision would bring even if it meant I was back on the operating table the next week. 
I would not give in to FEAR.
My instinct turned out to be right. That surgery was in 2007. I’m writing this in 2018.
I am still walking, even riding a horse. No wheelchair! NO SALMONELLA INFECTION!
And, I learned I have NOTHING to fear. I had taken control again.
God is good.


MY EPIPHANY: WHAT I LEARNED DURING THOSE “DARK YEARS”

My life was an absolute roller coaster from 2000 to 2010. The constant changes in my health and overall situation taught me that, without a doubt, the only thing you can count on in life is CHANGE.
CHANGE is a force for GOOD!
It's important to realize that while you can count on CHANGE, that doesn't necessarily mean it will be a CHANGE for the better.
I always knew when I was suffering some new assault on my body that it would CHANGE.
I took HOPE from that even though I knew that the CHANGE may be for the worse.
IT would at least be different.
CHANGE for the better.
CHANGE for the worse. 
It didn't matter. 
What mattered was CHANGE.
I took hope in the fact that whatever this horrible thing was, this particular iteration of IT would CHANGE and therefore STOP.
Embracing CHANGE took me from LOSING EVERYTHING, including my identity, to unbridled SUCCESS

Life is easier this way and lots more fun!
2010 - A NEW LEASE ON LIFE 

Life as I knew it, as I had planned it, had come to a screeching halt July 11th, 2000.
A sudden onset illness had completely devastated my life. 
July 11, 2000 - In the blink of an eye, everything I had worked for was gone - my career, my house, my horses, my retirement, my security, my independence, my identity, my health. 
GONE. 
By 2010, I had resigned myself to a life without professional or personal ambition when the perfect storm occurred!
Completely unexpectedly, my husband, Jim, came into my life! This was a CHANGE that was a complete surprise!

Disease, fatigue, pain and FEAR had been my nemesis for 14 years, had held me down for too long!  
FEAR was coming on strong again! 
A CROSSROAD
So, I stood at a crossroad…
Should I stay or should I go now?
Should I stay or should I go now?
If I go, there will be trouble
And if I stay it will be double!

I knew I couldn’t survive a relapse.   
My illness had snuck up on me catching me completely unawares at 33.
(Remember - I was 33, healthy, happy, living the dream - personally, professionally, and financially!
Great career! Great Income! Great Family! Great Health! and HORSES!
When my horses would come running to greet me every morning, I knew I was in Heaven! 
Having lost all of that so suddenly, I couldn’t allow myself to believe that I could get it back. 
I couldn’t allow myself to feel those emotions.)

I was facing this decision at 47 years old. 
To stay meant to play it safe, just keep on keepin’ on – Same as IT ever was…Same as IT ever was.
To go meant to take that leap into to clear blue unknown and RISK EVERYTHING AGAIN!
